GENERAL

= Use the reloading equipment as the manufaciurer recommends.
Stucy the instruclions carelully and become thoroughly farmiliar
with the operation of the product. Don't take short cuts.

« Observe “good housekeeping” in the reloading area. Keep
tools and components neat, clean and orderly. Promplly and
campletely clean up primer and powder spills.

= Reload only when you can give your undivided allention. Do not
reload when fatigued or ill. Develop a reloading rouline to avoid
misiakas, Avaid hasle — load at a Ieisuraly pace.

= Always wear adequate eye protection. You assume unnacassary
risk when reloading withoul wearing safety glasses.

LOADING DATA

* Use only laboralory lesled reloading data. We highly recommend
the use of the SPEER Reloading Manual.

« OBSERVE ALL WARNINGS ABOUT THE USE OF MAXIMUM
LISTED LOADS.

PRIMERS AND POWDER

« WARNING: Primers are designed Lo explode and will do so when
subjected to heat or percussion.

* Do no! decap live primairs.
+ Never atlempl 1o seat or reseat a primer in a foaded round.

= Siore primers and powder beyond the reach of children and away
irom heat, dampness, open flames and electrical equipment.

= DO NOT use primers of unknown ideniity.

« Dispose of unknown primers in accordance wilh applicable
ragulalions.

+ Keep primers in original factory container unfil ready lo use.
Retum unused primers 1o the same lactory packaging lor safely
and to preserve Lheir identity.

» DO NOT store primers in bulk. The blasl of just a few hendred
primers is sulficient lo cause serious injury to anyone nearby.

* DO NOT force primers. Use care in handling primers.

« DO NOT use any powder unless ils identily is posilively known.
Discard all mixed powders and those ol uncertain or unknown
Identity. . )

* Il you use a powder measure, replace the lids on both the powder
hopper and the powder can alter Ihe powder hopper has been
liled.

- Belore charging cases, sellle the powder in the powder hopper.
Throw and check the weight of at leasl len charges. This will
assure you that the correct powder charge is being thrown.

= After @ reloading session ends, pour the remaining pawder
back in ils original faclary container. This will preserve the
identity and sheli iile of the powder.

» B0 NOT smoke while handling powder or primers.

RECORD KEEPING

+ Keep complete records ol reloads. Apply a descriptive label to
each box showing the date produced, and the primer, powder
and bullet used. Labels for this purpose are packed with
SPEER hullels.

AUTOMATIC PRIMING TOOL

WARNING: Care musl be laken when loading the Auto Primer Feed
Tube. DO NOT force primers. Because of the stacked condition of
tha primers, if one should ignite, all the primers in the tube can
oxplode causing sericus personal infury. No mare than five pounds
pressure should be applied when picking up primers with the Auto
Primer Feed Tube (this can be checked using a bathroom scale). if
difficulties occur in primer pick-up, investigate the cause and clear
the condition or return the Auto Primer Feed Tube to RCBS for
carrection,

TO INSTALL: Bolt Priming Tool o he reloading bench aor table, using the
slots provided in the Main Body Casling. Mourdt tool toward the ront
edge of the bench so that the handle will operate through its tull siroke.
Insert a Shell Holder inta the Main Ram and rolale it 1o a convenient
working angie. Then, using lhe proper Primer Rod Assembly (for farge or
small primers), insert the rod into the Shell Holder and Main Ram until it
conlacts the handle.

Snap the shell haldar inta the ram. Filf a primer i:rbe.

NOTE: The Primer Red Assemblies have been designed to allow lor
repfacement of the individual components. To assemble the Primer Rod
Assemblies: Select the correct primer pleg and sleeve (large or small}.
Drop lhe Primer Plug through the Sleeve. Place the Spring on top ol the
Primer Rod. Screw the Primer Plug into the lop of the Primer Flod. Tighten
the assembly wilh a small nait or siraightaned paper clip through the hole
in the Primer Piug. Do not over-lighien. Before changing Shell Holders,
you musl first lifl oul the Primer Rod Assembly.

PRIMER POCKET SWAGER

NOTE: The Primer Pockel Swager is designad to remove the crimp and
not to swage the entire primer pocket. If a primar will not seat properly
afler swaging the primer pocket, dispose of the case as tha primer
pocket is probably undersize.

The Primer Pocket Swager is designed for use in most “C™ and
“block-0O" type presses with the slandard 7%"-14 thread and equipped
with the removable type Shell Holder. The regular Swager Rod is used
with the large or small Swager Head lor all calibers excep! the 223
Remington. Use the .223 Remington (small) Swager Rad with the small
Swager Head when swaging .223 Reminglon primer pockets.

i using the RCBS Big Max Press, you will need the aptional Case
Stripper for Big Max Press. It replaces the regular Case Siripper and is
used only with the Big Max Press.

The optional Case Stripper Washer is required for use wilh the
RCBS Madel] “A-2" Press. The Primer Packet Swager is not adaplable
far use with progressive reloading lools.

NOTE: i the Swager Raod is set oo low, it will bend during the swaging
operation. Flead the lollowing instructions carefully, proceed slowly and
be sure you understand each step belare going on 10 the next one.

TO INSTALL: Remove the Shell Holder in the reloading press and install
the large or small Swager Head in the Shell Holder Ram. Then place the
Case Stripper, cup side down, over the Swager Head. The swaging spud
on the Swager Head will pass through Lhe hale in the Case Slripper.
NOTE: If using the RCBS Model “A-2" Press, insert the Case Siripper
